Placemat Pattern
A-B-A













Finished size: About 14 x 17

Kit Contents:
· One center piece, about 8 x 14, Fabric B
· Two side strip pieces, about 5 x 14, Fabric A
· Or, the kit may contain an additional set of fabric strips: A-B-C-B-A.
· Batting
· Backing

Directions:
1. Sew the narrower side pieces to the center piece to create a placemat top that is 
about 17 x 14.
2. Place fabric A on the outside, and place fabric B in the middle.

With a binding
1. Layer the top, batting and backing. Machine quilt as desired.
2. From your own fabric stash, make a binding and add the binding to the placemat.
3. Or, use an overcast stitch to finish the placemat edges.

Without a binding, pillowcase method
1. Place the constructed placemat top on top of the batting. Machine quilt the top and batting.
2. Place the backing on top of the placemat top, right sides together.
3. Sew around the placemat, leaving an opening to turn.
4. Turn the placemat right side out and sew the opening closed.
5. Press and stitch near the edge of the placemat. Use a straight stitch or a fancy stitch.
An alternative is to turn the placemat right side out first, and then machine quilt.


Variations using fabric from your stash:
Add a thin inner boarder all the way around the A-B-A fabric 
Add a thin sash strip between fabric A and B.
With any variation, keep the final dimensions about 14 x 17.
